The West Springfield Crew Boosters Club (WSCBC) is the non-profit corporation chartered to fund and manage the team.

Fundraising Obligations - WSCBC organizes a variety of fundraising events to help rowers and their families meet annual support obligations to the Club. Rowers and their families may choose not to participate in fundraising and pay all of their obligations out-of-pocket. Each rower's fundraising revenues are tracked separately and applied to that rower's individual obligations.  Novice families are invited to begin participating in fundraising events in the fall.  See the opposite side of this flyer for more information on fundraising.
Should a rower raise more than his or her 1st Fundraising Obligation by the due date, the excess will be applied to that rower's 2nd Fundraising Obligation.  Should a rower raise more than the total of his or her 1st and 2nd Fundraising Obligations, the excess will be applied to that rower's costs for the Stotesbury Cup trip and the SRAA Nationals trip if applicable.  Any shortfall in fundraising by a due date must be paid by cash or check by the due date to continue participation in the Club. Money earned through fundraising events may not be applied to Club Dues, Rowing Fees, or uniforms.  Excess fundraising above all applicable obligations is retained by the Club and cannot be carried forward to a future year, nor refunded or paid to a rower.  WSCBC is very appreciative of excess fundraising. 

WSCBC sponsors fundraising activities throughout the year.  Many rowers and their families cover all or nearly all of their 1st and 2nd Fundraising Obligations through these activities, and some cover the costs of end-of-season trips as well. Families may also choose not to participate in fundraisers and pay their obligations out-of-pocket.

	Scrip
	"Scrip" are gift certificates or gift cards to supermarkets, gas stations, restaurants, and retail stores that the Club receives at discounts of 2% to 28% of face value.  Families purchase the gift cards from the Club at face value, and the discount is applied to their fundraising obligations. Buy them to use for your own normal purchases or as gifts.  Order scrip on-line and pick up cards and certificates from the Club's scrip coordinator.
